How to use a book!

There are various strategies for reading books.

1. Review what you already know about the topic 

2. Skim over the assignment first

3. Make a plan 

5. Read once before taking notes

6. Keep track of new vocabulary

One technique to help get you used to doing all of the above is to practice reading a book from the outside( in:

1. Look at what’s printed on the front and back covers

2. Look at the inside of the covers

3. Look at the beginning part of the book.:

· Is there a table of contents? 

· Introduction? 

· Forward? 

· Opening quotation?

4. Look at the End of the book:

· Is there an Index? What type?

a. Alphabetical? 

b. Subject? 

c. Illustrations?

· Is there a Glossary of terms?

· Are there Appendices?
