* A fact (example: a number, 3001)

•Data



*  A collection of facts ( a series of numbers, 3001,3002,3007, 3101, 3201)

•Information



*  Systematically organized data (a directory of numbers: Admin 3001, Youth 3101)

•Knowledge 



* Gained from analysis and interpretation of data ( Dept. managers always 01)

•Wisdom



* Insight into universal truths (organizational chart revealed through directory)

One step and Two step tools 
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a. One Step – Almanacs, encyclopedias, dictionaries: Useful for fact-finding, definitions, dates, statistics, etc. Raw information.
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b. Two Step – Catalogs, Search Engines: Useful for finding topic resources; books, articles, web sites. Higher level knowledge.
